Why should you be a research assistant? Serving as a research assistant helps you develop strong administrative, leadership, and research skills. Moreover, the skills and knowledge you develop as a research assistant are highly desired by graduate training programs in psychology. In fact, gaining admission to a graduate program in psychology is difficult, if not impossible, without at least some undergraduate research experience. 
Research assistants are selected based on a variety of factors, including GPA (i.e., you should have at least a 3.0 psychology GPA or overall GPA), availability, previous coursework in psychology, post-baccalaureate plans, and ability to work well with others.
